12th.   New materials  are given out each new semester.  Village classes will  have two sets of 
materials per semester.  Our fall semester program will be Sat., Jan.17th.  The spring semester 
begins the week of Jan. 26th thru the week of May 11th.  (Program, Sat., May 16th)  

The fees for this school year (per semester) are as follows:

Village Classes: (Infants - 17 months)  $124.00 + $68.00 = $192.00
If necessary, tuition can be paid in payments.  The first and third  payment of $65.00 (includes all 
materials and 1st tuition payment) is due the first class.  Second & fourth  payments of $31.00 
each.  All payments due by the middle of the month.

Our Time: (18 mos. – 3yrs.)   $124.00 + $52.00 (materials) = $176.00 
If necessary, tuition can be paid in payments.  The first payment of $83.00 (includes all 
materials and 1st tuition payment) is due the first class.  Three more payments of $31.00 
each will be due on the 10th of the next three months.

Imagine That:  (3 ½ - 4 yrs.)  $150.00 + $60.00 (materials) = $210.00
If necessary, tuition can be paid in payments.  The first payment of $97.50 (includes all
materials and 1st tuition payment) is due the first class.  Three more payments of $37.50 
each will be due on the 10th of the next three months.

Family involvement in a child’s learning is a fundamental cornerstone of the Kindermusik philosophy:  that 
the parent is the child’s most important teacher, and the home is the most important environment for a 
child’s learning to take root and grow. To extend learning at home, all Kindermusik curricula include the
