Classes meet weekly for 15 weeks.  There will be no classes Nov. 22  nd   – 26  th  ,    Dec  .   20  th   – Dec.   
31  st     and March 21  st   – 25  th  .    The fall semester begins the week of Sept. 13h thru the week of Jan. 
10th.   New materials are given out each new semester.   Village classes will  have two sets of 
materials per semester.  Our fall semester program will be Sat., Jan.15th.  The spring semester 
begins the week of Jan. 17th thru the week of May 2nd   (Program, Sat., April 30th)  

The fees for this school year (per semester) are as follows:

Village Classes: (Infants - 17 months)   $128.00 + $68.00 = $196.00
If necessary, tuition can be paid in payments.  The first and third  payment of $66.00 (includes all 
materials and 1st tuition payment) is due the first class.  Second & fourth  payments of $32.00 
each.  All payments due by the 10th of the month.

Our Time: (18 mos. – 3yrs.)   $128.00 + $52.00 (materials) = $180.00 
If necessary, tuition can be paid in payments.  The first payment of $84.00 (includes all 
materials and 1st tuition payment) is due the first class.  Three more payments of $32.00 
each will be due on the 10th of the next three months.

Imagine That:  (3 ½ - 4 yrs.)  $155.00 + $60.00 (materials) = $215.00
If necessary, tuition can be paid in payments.  The first payment of $98.00 (includes all
materials and 1st tuition payment) is due the first class.  Three more payments of $39.00 
each will be due on the 10th of the next three months.
